You
have been managing di-
rector of the GDA for
many years now and were
amongst those who first

developed the idea of an ALUMINIUM trade fair
and presented it to the industry. Can you tell our
readers something about your career. How did you
get involved with aluminium and the GDA?

Christian Wellner:I©ve been working in the alumi-
nium industry and its different bodies for nearly
30 years now. I studied Economics and my first job
afterwards was with an aluminium industry trade
association. My father advised to gain some expe-
rience there and then to do something #with good
prospects#. In the mid-1980s there was a major
boom in demand for aluminium as a material and
in the aluminium industry as a whole. I very
quickly realised that I©d found an industry with a
bright future and with plenty of scope for deve-
lopment. Which is basically why I©m still here,
working for a material and an industry which still
has outstanding potential - and indeed one #with
good prospects#.

Reed Exhibitions:What do you see as the main
challenges facing the aluminium industry in 2012?

Christian Wellner:Despite the national debt crisis,
our sector is facing the coming year with a degree
of cautious optimism.  German producers are
strongly placed amongst the international compe-
tition and benefit from their high degree of spe-
cialisation. If the politicians can come up with
answers to the urgent national debt questions in
Europe which the markets find satisfactory, this
will considerably boost business expectations for
the current year. And this, in conjunction with the
positive underlying trend in the key aluminium in-
dustry markets, would provide a solid foundation
for further growth in 2012.

Reed Exhibitions:The GDA organised the EAC -
European Aluminium Congress - at the end of No-
vember. What indications emerged from this re-
garding future developments for the industry?

Christian Wellner:The international congress gave
the equipment and technology partners of the alu-
minium producers and processors a platform for
presenting their latest developments. The speakers
and the experts from the national and international
aluminium industry who took part all agreed that
the technology partners and equipment providers to
the aluminium industry can expect to face increa-
sing demands in the future. Besides machinery and
equipment, our sector needs providers with a com-
prehensive understanding of the whole process and
extensive systemic know-how at all stages of the
aluminium value creation chain - from production
and processing right through to the area of recy-
cling, which is now growing in significance.

The new website of IAI informs about green architecture
with aluminium.
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Aluminium Illuminates Rural Villages in India
The AAS Centre for Human Hope donates solar-powered LED lanterns to the rural population.

Over 35 million people in India have no access to electricity. Many villagers are forced to use kerosene
lamps in their homes, which means a hazard for human and environmental health.

Since India lies at the Tropic of Cancer, it receives abundant sunshine, making solar energy an ideal 
solution for providing electricity to rural villages. The AAS Centre for Human Hopeis running a project
donating basic PV solar systems, consisting of a solar panel cabled to a battery and high brightness LED
lantern, to each individual hut in a village.

Each of the 2-3 W solar panels is mounted in a 6ÂÂ x 8ÂÂ extruded aluminium frame, typically made from
6063 alloy. Aluminium's high strength-to-weight ratio, corrosion resistance, and ease of mounting and
fitting make this an excellent choice for the system. The panel collects the solar energy and feeds it 
either to a battery for storage or directly to the lantern itself. These solar-powered LED lanterns con-
sume only a small amount of power and can continuously provide a hut with sufficient light for up
to 8-12 hours.
